As part of their study programme learners 
will work towards a grade C or higher in 
Maths and English. For learners who have 
a GCSE grade lower than a D, this may 
be through an Essential Skills course 
equivalent to a GCSE qualification.

Typically, these learners will be enrolled 
on a qualification as part of their study 
programme to work towards a GCSE 
grade C or higher in the subject that they 
have yet to achieve a C grade in. This will 
either be a GCSE re-sit programme or an 
Essential Skills course. They will discuss 
this with a subject expert.

FOR THOSE WITH A  

GCSE GRADE C MATHS  

AND ENGLISH
Learners will continue to develop and 
apply these skills throughout the rest  
of their study programme.

GCSE WELSH
Learners can also re-sit GCSE Welsh 
providing they gained a D grade or higher. 
Support with Welsh-medium study for  
first or second language Welsh speakers  
is available.
